What is Feel the History?

Feel the History is a new class with some big goals.  We hope to turn you on to history and turn you into real historians.  This two semester course will allow you to explore historical topics, gather primary resources, integrate technology, and develop episodes suitable for public broadcast. We will create documentaries that focus on historical topics of your choosing.  You will select a topic and do all necessary research.  Your research will include searching local libraries and archives for pictures, documents, personal contacts, and video clips.  Then, you will use technology to assemble the gathered material in a form for public broadcast.  

FTH CLASS RESPONSIBILITIES

Feel the History is a pure lab class.  There is no text book.  Everything we do will lead us toward the goal of producing short history documentaries that will be featured on our local PBS television station.  Since real people from outside the school will be viewing these and since your name, my name and F.J. Reitz High School’s name is on them, quality and accuracy is a MUST.  You have chosen to be in the Feel the History Class.  There will be more freedom in FTH than a normal class, but there will also be many more responsibilities.  If you do not live up to your responsibilities or violate the rules, you will be removed from the class.
REQUIRED MATERIALS

1. There is no text book
2. 3 ring binder to hold research materials pertaining to your topics – this will serve as your portfolio which will be used in grading and should be brought to class every day
