Video

· Camera Movement 

· zooms = adjusting magnification

· pans = camera movement right or left 

· tilts = camera movement up or down

· tracking = moving the camera to follow action. 

· In all instances movement should be either nonexistent or smooth. Generally, if the camera zooms, pans, tilts, or tracks in one direction, it should not also do the reverse movement. Good camera movement is transparent.

· Use of tripods – for smooth cameras movement and to avoid jerkiness

· Composition – applying the rule of thirds, not crowding the screen, attention to safe areas, attention to action

· Lighting – controlling shadow and highlight
· Use multiple cameras in interview

Sound

· External microphones evident

· Controlled ambient sound

· Sound levels are consistent

Editing

· Effective b-roll

· Appropriate use of transitions

· Smooth edits

· Transparent switching between multiple cameras

· No audio drift

· Appropriate titles and lower thirds

· Judicious use of the Ken Burns effects – movement across a still picture
